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Cow Creek Ranch Summer Staff Positions

WAITPERSON: You will serve ranch guests three daily meals, as well as maintain dining room and lodge appearance and order on a continuing basis. Duties will also include some basic food prep, set up for meal service and operation of the automatic dishwashing machine. 

OFFICE ASSISTANT: You will be responsible for managing inventory in the ranch store, basic bookkeeping, answering the phones, guest check in, and assisting the ranch manager in various other office duties. Basic computer skills required.

RANCH HAND: You will handle guest transportation, guest luggage, basic maintenance around the main lodge, all grounds keeping such as mowing pruning, trimming, watering and landscaping, fence repairs, basic vehicle upkeep, stocking firewood, making fires and set-up for weekly cookouts, and operate the trap course for the guests.

CHILDREN'S COUNSELOR: You will supervise guest children while participating with them in various activities, games and events. Emphasis is on outdoor educational activities such as nature hikes, nature crafts, wildlife identification and horseback riding.

FLY FISHING GUIDE/HIKING GUIDE: You will teach basic and advanced fly fishing techniques, via both casting lessons and on-stream instruction. You will also guide hikes for guests. A general knowledge of the outdoors is necessary.

WRANGLER: You will take care of 20-25 head of horses used for trails rides, including daily brushing, grooming and some veterinary work. You will lead guest trail rides, which includes saddling horses, mounting riders and giving riding lessons. Other duties include tack upkeep and repair, fencing and fence repair, trail maintenance and some haying. Considerable horse experience is required.

HOUSE KEEPER: You will be responsible for cleaning all rooms once daily, washing (and ironing when necessary) all room and dining room linens and staff uniforms.
